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Safety Precautions
•	Before using the product, please ensure that you read the safety precautions 
described below. Always ensure that the product is used correctly.

•	The safety precautions noted on the following pages are intended to prevent 
injuries to yourself and other persons, or damage to the equipment.

•	Be sure to also check the guides included with any separately sold 
accessories you use.

Warning Denotes the possibility of serious injury or death.

•	Do not trigger the flash in close proximity to people’s eyes.
Exposure to the intense light produced by the flash could damage eyesight. 
In particular, remain at least 1 meter (39 inches) away from infants when 
using the flash.

•	Store this equipment out of the reach of children and infants.
Strap: Putting the strap around a child’s neck could result in asphyxiation.
Date/time battery: Dangerous if swallowed. If this occurs, contact a doctor 
immediately.

•	Use only recommended power sources.
•	Do not attempt to disassemble, alter or apply heat to the product.
•	Avoid dropping or subjecting the product to severe impacts.
•	To avoid the risk of injury, do not touch the interior of the product if 
it has been dropped or otherwise damaged.

•	Stop using the product immediately if it emits smoke, a strange 
smell, or otherwise behaves abnormally.

•	Do not use organic solvents such as alcohol, benzine, or thinner to 
clean the product.

•	Turn the camera off in places where camera use is prohibited.
The electromagnetic waves emitted by the camera may interfere with the 
operation of electronic instruments and other devices. Exercise adequate 
caution when using the camera in places where use of electronic devices is 
restricted, such as inside airplanes and medical facilities.

•	Do not play the supplied CD-ROM(s) in any CD player that does not 
support data CD-ROMs.

It is possible to suffer hearing loss from listening with headphones to the 
loud sounds of a CD-ROM played on an audio CD player (music player). 
Additionally, this could damage the speakers.

Caution Denotes the possibility of injury.

•	When holding the camera by the strap, be careful not to bang it, 
subject it to strong impacts or shocks, or let it get caught on other 
objects.

•	Be careful not to bump or push strongly on the lens.
This could lead to injury or damage the camera.

•	Be careful not to subject the screen to strong impacts.
If the screen cracks, injury may result from the broken fragments.

•	When using the flash, be careful not to cover it with your fingers or 
clothing.

This could result in burns or damage to the flash.

•	Avoid using, placing or storing the product in the following places:
-	Places subject to strong sunlight
-	Places subject to temperatures above 40 °C (104 °F)
-	Humid or dusty areas

These could cause leakage, overheating or an explosion of the batteries, 
resulting in electrical shock, fire, burns or other injuries.

•	The slideshow transition effects may cause discomfort when viewed 
for prolonged periods.
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Safety Precautions

Caution Denotes the possibility of damage to the equipment.

•	Do not aim the camera at bright light sources (such as the sun on a 
clear day).

Doing so may damage the image sensor.

•	When using the camera on a beach or at a windy location, be careful 
not to allow dust or sand to enter the camera.

This may cause the product to malfunction.

•	 In regular use, small amounts of smoke may be emitted from the 
flash.

This is due to the high intensity of the flash burning dust and foreign 
materials stuck to the front of the unit. Please use a cotton swab to remove 
dirt, dust or other foreign matter from the flash to prevent heat build-up and 
damage to the unit.

•	Remove and store the batteries when you are not using the camera.
If the batteries are left inside the camera, damage caused by leakage may 
occur.

•	Before you discard the batteries, cover the terminals with tape or 
other insulators. 

Contacting other metal materials may lead to fire or explosions.
•	Do not charge batteries of different types at the same time, or use 
older batteries together with newer batteries.

•	Do not insert the batteries with the + and – terminals reversed.
This may cause the product to malfunction.

•	When putting the camera in your bag, ensure that hard objects do 
not come into contact with the screen.

•	Do not attach any hard objects to the camera.
Doing so may cause malfunctions or damage the screen.
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Basic Guide

Gives basic instructions, from initial

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Initial Preparations
Prepare for shooting as follows.

Attaching the Strap
zz Thread the end of the strap through the 
strap hole ( ), and then pull the other 
end of the strap through the loop on the 
threaded end ( ).

zz The strap can also be attached to the left 
side of the camera.

Holding the Camera
zz Place the strap around your wrist.
zz When shooting, keep your arms close to 
your body and hold the camera securely 
to prevent it from moving. If you have 
raised the flash, do not rest your fingers 
on it.
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Initial Preparations

Inserting the Batteries and Memory Card
Insert the included batteries and a memory card (sold separately).
Note that before using a new memory card (or a memory card formatted in 
another device), you should format the memory card with this camera (= 146).

1	 Check the card’s write-protect 
tab.
zz Recording is not possible on memory cards 
with a write-protect tab when the tab is in the 
locked (downward) position. Slide the tab up 
until it clicks into the unlocked position.

2	 Open the cover.
zz Slide the switch ( ) and open the cover 
( ).

3	 Insert the batteries.
zz Insert the batteries as shown.

Label

4	 Insert the memory card.
zz Insert the memory card facing as shown 
until it clicks into the locked position.
zz Make sure the memory card is facing the 
right way when you insert it. Inserting 
memory cards facing the wrong way may 
damage the camera.
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Initial Preparations

5	 Close the cover.
zz Lower the cover ( ) and hold it down as 
you slide it, until it clicks into the closed 
position ( ).

Compatible Batteries
Use AA alkaline batteries or Canon AA NiMH batteries (sold separately, 
= 157).

•	 Due to the inconsistent performance of other batteries, use of specified 
batteries only is recommended.

•	 NiMH batteries last longer in cameras than alkaline batteries do, especially 
in cold weather.

•	 For guidelines on how many shots or hours of recording are possible with 
various batteries, see “Specifications” (= 203).

Removing the Memory Card
zz Open the cover and push the memory 
card in until it clicks, and then slowly 
release the memory card.
XX The memory card will pop up.
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Initial Preparations

Setting the Date and Time
Set the current date and time correctly as follows if the [Date/Time] screen 
is displayed when you turn the camera on. Information you specify this way 
is recorded in image properties when you shoot, and it is used when you 
manage images by shooting date or print images showing the date.
You can also add a date stamp to shots, if you wish (= 52).

1	 Turn the camera on.
zz Press the power button.
XX The [Date/Time] screen is displayed.

2	 Set the date and time.
zz Press the <q><r> buttons to choose an 
option.
zz Press the <o><p> buttons or turn the 
<5> dial to specify the date and time.
zz When finished, press the <m> button.

3	 Set the home time zone.
zz Press the <q><r> buttons or turn the 
<5> dial to choose your home time 
zone.

4	 Finish the setup process.
zz Press the <m> button when finished. 
After a confirmation message, the setting 
screen is no longer displayed.
zz To turn off the camera, press the power button.
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Initial Preparations

•	Unless you set the date, time, and home time zone, the [Date/
Time] screen will be displayed each time you turn the camera on. 
Specify the correct information.

•	 To set daylight saving time (1 hour ahead), choose [ ] in step 2 and then 
choose [ ] by pressing the <o><p> buttons or turning the <5> dial.

Changing the Date and Time
Adjust the date and time as follows.

1	 Access the camera menu.
zz Press the <n> button.

2	 Choose [Date/Time].
zz Move the zoom lever to choose the [3] 
tab.
zz Press the <o><p> buttons or turn the 
<5> dial to choose [Date/Time], and 
then press the <m> button.

3	 Change the date and time.
zz Follow step 2 on = 17 to adjust the settings.
zz Press the <n> button to close the menu.

•	 Once the date/time battery is depleted, the [Date/Time] screen will be displayed when 
you turn the camera on. Follow the steps on = 17 to set the date and time.

•	 If the [Date/Time] screen is displayed each time you turn the camera on, 
even after you have set the date and time correctly, replace the date/time 
battery with a new one (= 156).
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Initial Preparations

Display Language
The display language can be changed as needed.

1	 Enter Playback mode.
zz Press the <1> button.

2	 Access the setting screen.
zz Press and hold the <m> button, and 
then immediately press the <n> 
button.

3	 Set the display language.
zz Press the <o><p><q><r> buttons or 
turn the <5> dial to choose a language, 
and then press the <m> button.
XXOnce the display language has been set, 
the setting screen is no longer displayed.

•	 The current time is displayed if you wait too long in step 2 after pressing 
the <m> button before you press the <n> button. In this case, 
press the <m> button to dismiss the time display and repeat step 2.

•	 You can also change the display language by pressing the <n> button 
and choosing [Language ] on the [3] tab.

Trying the Camera Out
Follow these instructions to turn the camera on, shoot still images or 
movies, and then view them.

Shooting (Smart Auto)
For fully automatic selection of the optimal settings for specific scenes, 
simply let the camera determine the subject and shooting conditions.

1	 Turn the camera on.
zz Press the power button.
XX The startup screen is displayed.

2	 Enter <A> mode.
zz Set the mode dial to <A>.
zz Aim the camera at the subject. The 
camera will make a slight clicking noise 
as it determines the scene.
XX Icons representing the scene and image 
stabilization mode are displayed in the 
upper right of the screen.
XX Frames displayed around any detected 
subjects indicate that they are in focus.

3	 Compose the shot.
zz To zoom in and enlarge the subject, move 
the zoom lever toward <i> (telephoto), 
and to zoom away from the subject, move 
it toward <j> (wide angle).
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Trying the Camera Out

4	 Shoot.
Shooting Still Images
Focus.
zz Press the shutter button lightly, halfway 
down. The camera beeps twice after 
focusing, and green frames are displayed 
to indicate image areas in focus.

zz If [Raise the flash] appears on the screen, 
press the <h> button to raise the flash. It 
will fire when shooting. If you prefer not 
to use the flash, push it down with your 
finger, into the camera.

Shoot.
zz Press the shutter button all the way 
down.
XXAs the camera shoots, a shutter sound 
is played, and in low-light conditions, the 
flash fires automatically.
zz Keep the camera still until the shutter 
sound ends.
XXYour shot remains displayed on the 
screen for about two seconds.
zz Even while the shot is displayed, you can 
take another shot by pressing the shutter 
button again.
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Trying the Camera Out

Elapsed Time

Shooting Movies
Start shooting.
zz Press the movie button. The camera 
beeps once as recording begins, and 	
[ Rec] is displayed with the elapsed time.
XXBlack bars displayed on the top and 
bottom edges of the screen indicate 
image areas not recorded.
XX Frames displayed around any detected 
faces indicate that they are in focus.
zz Once recording begins, you can take your 
finger off the movie button.

Finish shooting.
zz Press the movie button again to stop 
shooting. The camera beeps twice as 
recording stops.
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Trying the Camera Out

Viewing
After shooting images or movies, you can view them on the screen as 
follows.

1	 Enter Playback mode.
zz Press the <1> button.
XXYour last shot is displayed.

2	 Browse through your images.
zz To view the previous image, press 
the <q> button or turn the <5> dial 
counterclockwise. To view the next 
image, press the <r> button or turn the 
<5> dial clockwise.
zz Press and hold the <q><r> buttons to 
browse through images quickly. Images 
appear grainy at this time.

zz To access Scroll Display mode, turn 
the <5> dial rapidly. In this mode, 
turn the <5> dial to browse through 
images.
zz To return to single-image display, press 
the <m> button.

zz Movies are identified by a [ ] icon. To 
play movies, go to step 3.
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Trying the Camera Out

Volume

3	 Play movies.
zz Press the <m> button to access the 
movie control panel, choose [ ] (either 
press the <q><r> buttons or turn the 
<5> dial), and then press the <m> 
button again.
XXPlayback now begins, and after the movie 
is finished, [ ] is displayed.
zz To adjust the volume, press the <o><p> 
buttons.

•	 To switch to Shooting mode from Playback mode, press the shutter button 
halfway.

Erasing the Images
You can choose and erase unneeded images one by one. Be careful when 
erasing images, because they cannot be recovered.

1	 Choose an image to erase.
zz Press the <q><r> buttons or turn the 
<5> dial to choose an image.

2	 Erase the image.
zz Press the <a> button.
zz After [Erase?] is displayed, press the 
<q><r> buttons or turn the <5> dial to 
choose [Erase], and then press the <m> 
button.
XX The current image is now erased.
zz To cancel erasure, press the <q><r> 
buttons or turn the <5> dial to choose 
[Cancel], and then press the <m> 
button.

•	 You can also erase all images at once (= 124).

the disc, double-click the desktop disc icon 
to open it, and then double-click the [ ] 
icon displayed.

2	 Begin the installation.

3	 When a message is displayed 
prompting you to connect 
the camera, connect it to a 
computer.
zz With the camera turned off, open the 
cover ( ). With the smaller plug of the 
included interface cable (= 2) in the 
orientation shown, insert the plug fully 
into the camera terminal ( ).

zz Insert the larger plug of the interface 
cable in the computer’s USB port. For 
details about USB connections on the 
computer, refer to the computer user 
manual.

4	 Install the files.
zz Turn the camera on, and follow the 
on-screen instructions to complete the 
installation process.
XX The software will connect to the Internet 
to update to the latest version and 
download new functions. Installation may 
take some time, depending on computer 
performance and the Internet connection.
zz Click [Finish] or [Restart] on the screen 
after installation and remove the CD-
ROM when the desktop is displayed.
zz Turn the camera off and disconnect the 
cable.

•	When not connected to the Internet, there are the following limitations.
-	The screen in step 3 will not be displayed.
-	Some functions may not be installed.

•	 The first time you connect the camera to the computer, drivers will be 
installed, so it may take a few minutes until camera images are accessible.

•	 If you have several cameras that were bundled with ImageBrowser EX on 
the included CD-ROMs, be sure to use each camera with their included CD-
ROM and follow the on-screen installation instructions for each. Doing so will 
ensure that each camera will receive the correct updates and new functions 
via the auto update function.

Saving Images to a Computer
Windows 7 and Mac OS X 10.6 are used here for the sake of illustration.

1	 Connect the camera to the 
computer.
zz Follow step 3 on = 28 to connect the 
camera to a computer.

2	 Turn the camera on to access 
CameraWindow.
zz Press the <1> button to turn the camera on.
zz On a Macintosh computer, CameraWindow 
is displayed when a connection is established 
between the camera and computer.

zz For Windows, follow the steps introduced 
below.
zz In the screen that displays, click the [ ] 
link to modify the program.

zz Choose [Downloads Images From Canon 
Camera using Canon CameraWindow] 
and then click [OK].

zz Double click [ ].

CameraWindow 3	 Save the images to the 
computer.
zz Click [Import Images from Camera], and 
then click [Import Untransferred Images].
XX Images are now saved to the Pictures 
folder on the computer, in separate 
folders named by date.
zz After images are saved, close 
CameraWindow, press the <1> button 
to turn the camera off, and unplug the 
cable.
zz For instructions on viewing images on 
a computer, refer to the Software Guide 
(= 25).

•	 In Windows 7, if the screen in step 2 is not displayed, click the [ ] icon in 
the taskbar.

•	 To start CameraWindow in Windows Vista or XP, click [Downloads Images 
From Canon Camera using Canon CameraWindow] on the screen displayed 
when you turn the camera on in step 2. If CameraWindow is not displayed, 
click the [Start] menu and choose [All Programs] ► [Canon Utilities] ► 
[CameraWindow] ► [CameraWindow].

•	 On a Macintosh computer, if CameraWindow is not displayed after step 2, 
click the [CameraWindow] icon in the Dock (the bar at the bottom of the 
desktop).

•	 Although you can save images to a computer simply by connecting your 
camera to the computer without using the included software, the following 
limitations apply.
-	It may take a few minutes after you connect the camera to the computer 
until camera images are accessible.

-	Images shot in vertical orientation may be saved in horizontal orientation.
-	Image protection settings may be cleared from images saved to a 
computer.

-	Some problems may occur when saving images or image information, 
depending on the operating system version, the software in use, or image 
file sizes.

-	Some functions provided by the included software may not be available, 
such as editing movies or returning images to the camera.

•	 It may not be possible to install the PDF manuals on computers that do 
not meet the system requirements (= 26).

1Advanced Guide
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On/Off
Shooting Mode
zz Press the power button to turn the 
camera on and prepare for shooting.
zz To turn the camera off, press the power 
button again.

Playback Mode
zz Press the <1> button to turn the camera 
on and view your shots.
zz To turn the camera off, press the <1> 
button again.

•	 To switch to Playback mode from Shooting mode, press the <1> button.
•	 To switch to Shooting mode from Playback mode, press the shutter button 
halfway (= 35).

•	 The lens will be retracted after about one minute once the camera is in 
Playback mode. You can turn the camera off when the lens is retracted by 
pressing the <1> button.

Power-Saving Features (Auto Power Down)
As a way to conserve battery power, the camera automatically deactivates 
the screen (Display Off) and then turns itself off after a specific period of 
inactivity.

Power Saving in Shooting Mode
The screen is automatically deactivated after about one minute of inactivity. 
In about two more minutes, the lens is retracted and the camera turns itself 
off. To activate the screen and prepare for shooting when the screen is off 
but the lens is still out, press the shutter button halfway (= 35).

Power Saving in Playback Mode

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Shutter Button
To ensure your shots are in focus, always press the shutter button lightly 
(halfway) initially. Once the subject is in focus, press the button all the way 
down to shoot.
In this manual, shutter button operations are described as pressing the 
button halfway or all the way down.

1	 Press halfway. (Press lightly to 
focus.)
zz Press the shutter button halfway. The 
camera beeps twice, and AF frames are 
displayed around image areas in focus.

•	 After you aim the camera at the subject, a white frame is displayed 
around the person’s face determined by the camera to be the main 
subject, and up to two gray frames are displayed around other detected 
faces.

•	 When the camera detects movement, frames will follow moving subjects, 
within a certain range.

•	 After you press the shutter button halfway, up to nine green frames are 
displayed around faces in focus.
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Shooting Range and Focusing

•	 If faces are not detected, or when only gray frames are displayed 
(without a white frame), up to nine green frames are displayed in 
the areas in focus when you press the shutter button halfway.

•	 If faces are not detected when Servo AF (= 95) is set to [On], 
the AF frame is displayed in the center of the screen when you 
press the shutter button halfway.

•	Examples of faces that cannot be detected:
-	Subjects that are distant or extremely close
-	Subjects that are dark or light
-	Faces in profile, at an angle, or partly hidden

•	The camera may misinterpret non-human subjects as faces.
•	No AF frames are displayed if the camera cannot focus when you 
press the shutter button halfway.

Shoot after choosing a subject to focus on as follows.

1	 Choose [Tracking AF].
zz Follow the steps on = 92 to choose

•	 The camera can detect subjects even if you press the shutter button halfway 
without pressing the <q> button. After your shot, [ ] is displayed in the 
center of the screen.

•	When shooting in [f] mode (= 90), press and hold the <q> button for at 
least one second.

Shooting with Servo AF
This mode helps avoid missing shots of subjects in motion, because the 
camera continues to focus on the subject and adjust the exposure as long 
as you press the shutter button halfway.

zz Even after the flash fires, ensure that 
the main subject does not move until the 
shutter sound is finished playing.

•	Mount the camera on a tripod or take other measures to keep it 
still and prevent camera shake. Additionally, you should set [IS 
Mode] to [Off] when using a tripod or other means to hold the 
camera still (= 101).

•	The setting screen cannot be accessed by pressing the <r> 
button when the flash is lowered. Press the <h> button to raise 
the flash, then configure the setting.

Adjusting the Flash Exposure Compensation
Just as with regular exposure compensation (= 81), you can adjust the 
flash exposure from –2 to +2 stops, in 1/3-stop increments.

•	 You can also access the [Flash Settings] <n> screen when the flash 
is up by pressing the <r> button and immediately pressing the <n> 
button.

Low-Level Formatting
Perform low-level formatting in these cases: [Memory card error] is 
displayed, the camera is not working correctly, card image reading/writing is 
slower, continuous shooting is slower, or movie recording suddenly stops. 
Low-level formatting erases all data on a memory card. Before low-level 
formatting, copy images on the memory card to a computer, or take other 
steps to back them up.

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Replacing the Date/Time Battery
The date/time battery (back-up battery) will last about three years. If the 
Date/Time screen is displayed every time you turn the camera on, replace 
the date/time battery with a new one (CR1220).

Fi trans.] is set to [Disable] (= 180). Remove the Eye-Fi 
card before entering hospitals, aircraft, or other areas where 
transmission is prohibited.
-	When troubleshooting image transfer issues, check the card and 
computer settings. For details, refer to the card’s user manual.
-	Poor Eye-Fi connections may cause image transfer to take a long 
time, and transfer may be interrupted in some cases.
-	Eye-Fi cards may become hot, due to their transfer functions.
-	Battery power will be consumed faster than in normal use.
-	Camera operation may become sluggish. To resolve this, try 
setting [Eye-Fi trans.] to [Disable].

Helpful information when using the camera

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Troubleshooting
If you think there is a problem with the camera, first check the following. 
If the items below do not solve your problem, contact a Canon Customer 
Support Help Desk.

Power
Nothing happens when the power button is pressed.
•	 Confirm that new batteries of the correct type are inserted (= 15, 16).
•	 Confirm that the batteries are inserted facing the correct way (= 15).
•	 Confirm that the memory card/battery cover is fully closed (= 16).
•	 Dirty battery terminals reduce battery performance. Try cleaning the terminals with a 
cotton swab and reinserting the batteries a few times.

Batteries are depleted quickly.
•	 Battery performance decreases at low temperatures. Try warming the batteries a little 
by putting them in your pocket, for example, ensuring that the terminals do not touch 
any metal objects.

The lens is not retracted.
•	 Do not open the memory card/battery cover while the camera is on. Close the cover, 
turn the camera on, and then turn it off again (= 16).

Display on a TV
Camera images look distorted or not displayed on a TV (= 163).

Shooting
Cannot shoot.
•	 In Playback mode (= 19), press the shutter button halfway (= 35).

Strange display on the screen under low light (= 36).
Strange display on the screen when shooting.
Note that the following display problems are not recorded in still images but are 
recorded in movies.
•	 The screen may darken under bright light.
•	 The screen may flicker under fluorescent or LED lighting.
•	 Purplish banding may appear on the screen if you compose a shot that includes a 
bright light source.

No date stamp is added to images.
•	 Configure the [Date Stamp] setting (= 52). Note that date stamps are not added to images 
automatically, merely because you have configured the [Date/Time] setting (= 17).

•	 Date stamps are not added in shooting modes (= 198 – 199) in which this setting 
cannot be configured (= 52).
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[Charging the flash] is displayed when the shutter button is pressed, 
and shooting is not possible (= 45).
[ ] is displayed when the shutter button is pressed halfway (= 45).
•	 Set [IS Mode] to [Continuous] (= 101).
•	 Raise the flash and set the flash mode to [h] (= 98).
•	 Increase the ISO speed (= 82).
•	Mount the camera on a tripod or take other measures to keep it still. In this case, you 
should set [IS Mode] to [Off] (= 101).

Shots are out of focus.
•	 Press the shutter button halfway to focus on subjects before pressing it all the way 
down to shoot (= 35).

•	Make sure subjects are within focusing range (= 205).
•	 Set [AF-assist Beam] to [On] (= 62).
•	 Confirm that unneeded functions such as macro are deactivated.
•	 Try shooting with focus lock or AF lock (= 93, 97).

No AF frames are displayed and the camera does not focus when the 
shutter button is pressed halfway.
•	 To have AF frames displayed and the camera focus correctly, try composing the 
shot with higher-contrast subject areas centered before you press the shutter button 
halfway. Otherwise, try pressing the shutter button halfway repeatedly.

Subjects in shots look too dark.
•	 Raise the flash and set the flash mode to [h] (= 98).
•	 Adjust brightness by using exposure compensation (= 81).
•	 Adjust contrast by using i-Contrast (= 83, 137).
•	 Use AE lock or spot metering (= 81, 82).

Subjects look too bright, highlights are washed-out.
•	 Lower the flash and set the flash mode to [!] (= 43).
•	 Adjust brightness by using exposure compensation (= 81).
•	 Use AE lock or spot metering (= 81, 82).
•	 Reduce the lighting on subjects.
Shots look too dark despite the flash firing (= 45).
•	 Shoot within flash range (= 205).
•	 Adjust brightness by using flash exposure compensation or changing the flash output 
level (= 99, 107).

•	 Increase the ISO speed (= 82).
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Subjects in flash shots look too bright, highlights are washed-out.
•	 Shoot within flash range (= 205).
•	 Lower the flash and set the flash mode to [!] (= 43).
•	 Adjust brightness by using flash exposure compensation or changing the flash output 
level (= 99, 107).

White dots or similar image artifacts appear in flash shots.
•	 This is caused by light from the flash reflecting off dust or airborne particles.

Shots look grainy.
•	 Lower the ISO speed (= 82).

Subjects are affected by red-eye (= 56).
•	 Set [Red-Eye Lamp] to [On] (= 62) to activate the red-eye reduction lamp 
(= 4) in flash shots. Note that while the red-eye reduction lamp is on (for about 
one second), it is not possible to shoot, because the lamp is counteracting red-eye. 
For best results, have subjects look at the red-eye reduction lamp. Also try increasing 
the lighting in indoor scenes and shooting at closer range.

•	 Edit images using red-eye correction (= 138).

Recording to the memory card takes too long, or continuous shooting 
is slower.
•	 Use the camera to perform low-level formatting of the memory card (= 147).

Shooting settings or FUNC. menu settings are not available.
•	 Available setting items vary by shooting mode. Refer to “Functions Available in Each 
Shooting Mode”, “FUNC. Menu”, and “Shooting Menu” (= 192 – 196).

Shooting Movies
The elapsed time shown is incorrect, or recording is interrupted.
