Installation

1 Double-click [WebcamDriverSetup.exe] in the installation package.

2 Follow the instructions on the screen and when the installation complete window appears, click [Close].
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Before registering the camera in this software, perform initial settings such as user settings and network connection.
Up to five cameras can be registered, even during stand-by.

Note

• Make sure to exit all the unnecessary applications before using this software.

• It is also possible to double-click the [Webcam Driver] icon on the desktop to start this software.

• If [User Account Control] dialog box is displayed, click [Yes].

Cameras on the network are searched and displayed in the [Search Camera] dialog as a list.
It is possible to specify and register a camera by directly entering all the items without searching.

Registering Cameras

1 Click [Start] > [Webcam Driver] to start this software.

2 Click [Add].

3 Click [Search Camera] in the [Add Camera] dialog.
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Note

• To search for a camera again, click [Search].

(1) [Camera Name]
Name the camera to be displayed in this software. Enter any name within 15 characters. The camera name 
entered here can be changed later.

(2) [Destination Address]
The IP address of the connected camera is automatically entered. If the IP address is changed on the 
camera’s Settings page, change the destination address in the [Edit Camera] dialog (P. 10).

(3) [Connect As Guest User]
Check this checkbox to omit entering the user name and password.

4 Select a camera to register, then click [OK].

5 Enter the following items in the [Add Camera] dialog.

Enter the user name and password of either the camera administrator or registered user.

(5) [Enable SSL Communications]
Check [Enable SSL Communications] to connect to the camera via HTTPS. Configure settings to enable SSL 
communication by the camera to be registered.

(6) [HTTP Port No.], [RTSP Port No.]
Enter the camera port number.

Note

• The camera name set on the Camera Settings Page will remain the same even if it is changed on this software. Also, the camera 
name registered on this software will remain the same even if it is changed on the Settings Page.

• To change the camera name, edit [Camera Name] in the [Edit Camera] dialog.

• Configure camera settings such as user privileges on the Camera Settings Page. For further details, see the camera Operation 
Guide.

The camera is registered and displayed in [Camera List] on the main screen.
In the main screen, it is possible to check the camera's basic information and connection status, and change the 
stream settings.

(1) [No.]
Displays the camera number. This number identifies the camera in the web conferencing tool.

(2) [Destination Address]
Displays the IP address of the camera. Click the address to launch a web browser and open the camera's 
Settings page.

(3) [Status]
The camera status is displayed as follows.
[Connectable]: Camera is connected
[Connection error]: Camera is disconnected, or is in stand-by status
[RTSP authentication error]: An error occurred in the RTSP authentication
[Connection limit exceeded]: More than the maximum number of connection for the camera have been 
attempted
[Error]: Other types of errors

(4) [Access]
The connection status when displaying the camera video with the web conferencing tool is shown as follows.

: Connected and video is displayed normally

: Connected but video frame omission has occurred

: Not connected

(5) [Stream Settings] / [Video Format]
When the video stream number to be distributed is selected, the video size and the bit rate of the video 
stream set on the camera's Settings page are displayed. The video codec supports only H.264. To change 
the stream settings, disconnect from the web conferencing tool.

Select the camera for editing the information from [Camera List] and 
click [Edit] to open the [Edit Camera] dialog. Edit camera information and click [Connect].

(7) [Delete]
Camera registration can be deleted. Select a camera to be deleted from [Camera List] and click [Delete].

The camera registered to this software can be selected as a device to be used in the web conferencing tool. 
To use the camera with this software in the web conferencing tool, settings must be made in the web conferencing tool. 
Select [Canon Webcam Driver (Audio *)] and [Canon Webcam Driver (Video *)] in the microphone and camera settings of 
the web conferencing tool. [*] represents [No.] in the main screen. Check the [No.] of camera to be used.

• When using this software to display camera videos in the web conferencing tool, always keep this software activated.

• Disconnection of the camera and the web conferencing tool must be made from the web conferencing tool.

Image Adjustment/Camera Control Functions

For cameras connected to the web conferencing tool using this software, it is possible to control the camera and adjust 
the image from the web conferencing tool. Controllable items vary depending on the web conferencing tool, and model 
and settings of the camera.

Troubleshooting

Problem Solution

Camera video is not displayed by the web 
conferencing tool.

• Make sure that the camera's power is on, and confirm that the status of the 
camera is [Connectable] with this software.

• Check in the camera's Settings page whether RTP is set to be used.
• Check if the camera settings are made correctly.
• Check that the camera's stream setting is set to H.264.
• If the same camera is registered to this software more than once, make sure 

that the same stream is not selected.
• Check if the same camera is used by multiple web conferencing tools.
• Check that the video distribution privilege is granted to the authenticated user, 

when the camera was registered with this software.

Video frame omission has occurred/motion in the 
video is not smooth/video has delay/stream is not 
generated as set.

• Exit unnecessary applications and services.
• If videos from multiple cameras are used simultaneously, reduce the number 

of cameras used at the same time.
• Adjust by reducing the video size, and lowering the frame rate and bit rate of 

the H.264 in the camera's Settings page.
• Check the behavior using a computer with higher performance.

No audio output. • To output audio from this software, the microphone must be connected to the 
camera. Confirm the audio input settings in the camera's Settings page.

• Check the audio settings in the camera's Settings page.
• Make sure microphone settings for the web conferencing tool are set correctly. 

To use a microphone connected to a camera, select [Canon Webcam Driver 
(Audio *)].

Image adjustment and camera control cannot be 
performed in the Web conference tool.

Use the camera's Settings page to check whether the user account, to which the 
camera is registered, has been granted the privilege to control the camera.
