Creative Zone Modes

P: Program AE

Set the Mode Dial to <P>.
The camera automatically sets the shutter speed and
aperture in the same way as the <@?}> mode.

Tv: Shutter-priority AE

Set the Mode Dial to <Tv>.
Turn the <> dial to set the
desired shutter speed, then
focus on the subject.

The aperture will be set automatically.
If the aperture display blinks, turn
the <% > dial until it stops blinking.

ty AE

Set the Mode Dial to <Av>.
Turn the <% > dial to set the desired
aperture, then focus on the subject.
The shutter speed will be set automatically.
If the shutter speed display blinks, turn
the <% > dial until it stops blinking.

You can change the camera
settings as desired to shoot in

various ways.
* Set the <LQCKP > switch (Multi function
lock released) to the left.

"® \Movie Shooting (Autoexposure)

Set the power switch to <"®8>,
Set the Mode Dial to any
shooting mode except <M>.

Press the <(99> button to start
shooting a movie.

To stop movie shooting, press
the <> button again.

Built-in microphones
When the shooting mode is <IM>, you can shoot movies
with manual exposure.
You can set movie shooting settings with the menu
options under the [ Gim 1] or [ Gim 2] tab.
