Printer location

& * Do not set up the printer in any location exposed to alcohol, thinner, or other volatile liquids. If these substances

T come into contact with electrical components inside the printer, there is a risk of fire or electrical shock.

& * Never install the printer on an unstable or vibrating surface. If it falls over, this could cause personal injury.

Caution ® Never set up the printer in a location that is exposed to high humidity or large amounts of dust, or exposed to
direct sunlight, high temperature, or open flame. This could cause a fire or electrical shock. Use the printer loca-
tion in an environment where temperature and humidity are within the ranges of 15 °C to 30 °C (59 °F to 86 °F)
and 10 to 80% RH (with no condensation).
